2. NORTH PARK N Culm Valley Model Railway Club

North Park is an ex Southern Railway terminus, located in the outer suburbs of the London area. It
was exhibited for 30 years at many shows in the Home Counties & appeared in the model press
before being kindly donated to us. We have totally rewired it, turning it back from DCC to DC,
revamped the scenery, added an oil terminal & 3rd rail electric. We can now run with steam, electric,
& diesel trains. We have also slewed the track over to allow us, when space permits, to join it up to
our Chinehurst | ayout to create a 326 run.

3. STUDLAND - ALEGOMOTION PROJECT  Roger and Neil Grace

An L shaped layout to showcase rail possibilities with LEGO. Our first project.
Features Container Depot and Harbour. A modular layout based on recycled interior doors.

4. FOREST GREEN Rob Whish

Set in Gloucestershire in 1960, this layout depicts a fictitious route from the Midland mainline near
Gloucester to a junction with the Western at Chippenham. A Gloucester and Wilts cousin to the
Somerset and Dorset.

5. HIGHPORT BRIDGE BDMRC Club N gauge

This layout is inspired by the Penryn area, on the Truro to Falmouth line, in Cornwall .
It is set in the BR days of 1950/60's.

The station sees many trains passing through and the dock area is busy taking goods off the boats
and transporting them to many parts of the south west.

6. GAS WORKS, Yeovil Model Railway Group (YMRG)

The model portrays a small town gas production plant in the midst of extensive industrial

development. Itissetinabroadper i od from the mid 19306s to ear|l
attachment to one railway company, but there is a strong London Midland and Scottish Railway bias

due to the availability of that stock.

The right hand scene ¢ o0ntraundngindustrye Thé WaksisdMallr k s 0 an
compared to those in cities. In Britain there were many such plants producing town gas on a small

scale. The model incorporates features from several plants. The main building houses horizontal

retorts, these were typical of the smaller works. Coal is delivered on the upper line; coke is removed

on the lower. Tar oil is discharged into tankers from the storage tanks. To the right of the retort house

are the gas purifier boxes, to left there is a governor house and two small gas-holders concerned

with pressure regulation. A canal cuts across the railway scene requiring extensive bridging; it

disappears under a warehouse. The railway disappears off-scene beside other industries.

The left-hand scene contains a canal basin, warehouse and a foundry. This scene can be considered
to be quite remote from the other even if it is only a few inches away. It serves to hide the storage
yard.

A number of features have been incorporated to bring additional life to the layout. The gas-holders
rise and fall, the wagon turntable operates and wagons enter and leave the foundry. At the Gas
Works coal wagons arrive full and leave empty, for coke wagons the reverse happens. The
enclosure of the scene permits changes in lighting levels; day fades into night. The night time scene
reveals detail not apparent by day.

The layout comprises three modules constructed from 6mm. ply stapled and glued together. All the
visible track-work is by C & L, laid on a full-size plan drawn on a CAD system. Points are operated by
PFM/Fulgarex motors. Control is basic DC using controllers from Gaugemaster.




LAYOUTS (cont)

7. MIDFORD _ Shepton MRC

Situated south of Bath, on the Somerset & Dorset Joint Railway, Midford was the point at which the
single line was doubled to run southwards. The line crossed the Camerton branch, the road, the
stream and remains of the canal on an impressive viaduct.

This large model was given to the club by the Chester Area Group of the N Gauge Society. It had
previously been their exhibition layout and displayed widely in England except for the South West!

This is the Shepton clubés first venture into N
being members of the N Gauge Society.

Currently we are working on scenic details, new trees, building repairs etc. and backscenes. Work
on the track continues and new signals are being made, hopefully these will be working when
installed. Most of the rolling stock used is from members private collections, augmented by some
new stock recently purchased by the club.

8. SNOWDON [NWNGR]  Peter Booth, [Thornbury South Glos MRC]

This layout portrays the 2 foot narrow gauge railway at Rhyd Ddu, the southern terminus of the North
Wal es Narr ow Gauge Diasi Thewtator was ¢alled Rhydf Dduuntil the late
1880s when it took on the name Snowdon (South Snowdon in later years). It is modelled as it is
thought to have been in the early part of the 20th century, and is largely based upon photographs
and information found in the Welsh Highland Heritage Magazine. This railway was eventually
incorporated into the ill-fated Welsh Highland Railway in 1922. However, it is now the mid-point of
the new expanding Welsh Highland Railway, which is one of the most impressive narrow gauge
railways in the British Isles.

9. WHARF YARD Peter Oddy, [Thornbury South Glos MRC]

This layout was built by Paul Hodges of the Yate and Sodbury Vale Club. Called Thames Wharf Yard

and set in east London. The setting for the layout is now somewhere in the West Midlands, servicing

analogue control. To add operational interest, a third board has been added with a goods facility on

the side of an almost disused canal. To make life harder for the operators, shunting locos are not

allowed within the warehouse, so buffer wagons are needed to move wagons from the confines of

the warehouse.

10. HARCHESTER STABLING POINT
Clevedon & Portishead Armchair Modellers

Where is Harchester? Well Harchester is located in the Midlands and as such is a focal point for rail
activity; not to mention one o fchesten @nited, roretha Dragorsshi p 6
to their fans, whose home is the Dragonés Lair.

The small locomotive stabling point at Harchester is used by all manner of sectors from Intercity and
Parcels to Rail freight Distribution, Coal, Metals, Oil and Construction. In fact, only at Saltley in
Birmingham could such a variety of motive power have been seen.

11. GREENFIELDS Dave and Renee Lear

An imaginary modern image layout in N gauge.

Greenfields has 2 main lines running through the countryside to a small country station, somewhere
in the south of England.

12. DUNSTER Shirehampton MRC

Dunster is a station on the, now preserved, GWR line to Minehead. It represents a basic branch line
through station. The station building is perhaps more elaborate than usual as this station served the
nearby Dunster Castle.

Dukes and Maharajahs were visitors during the inter war years with polo a popular past time. Horse
boxes would have been seen regularly seen carrying the polo ponies.

The station building and signal box are modified Hornby kits. The track is Peco finescale code 75 and
the signals are ratio operated by Fulgurex motors.

The stock is a mixture of proprietary and kit built.
